During the first week of Kindergarten, Everett School, in coordination with APT and parent volunteers, allows parents of Kindergartners to ride on school buses to and from Everett School with their children. This is done to help ease any potential anxieties Kindergartners may experience as they enter into their new elementary school routine.  There are APT volunteers who assist children once they get off the bus at school, helping them to find their teachers on the playground.

Room Parents

Room Parents typically assist the teacher by coordinating volunteers to assist in the classroom and recruiting field trip chaperones. Room Parents provide the coordination effort (generally via email) between the teacher and the parents, with volunteer reminder notification as necessary. Room Parents are selected after classroom lists are finalized and released in late August. Two parents serve per classroom.  Priority will be given to those parents who have not yet served as a Room Parent.  Room Parents are asked to become members of the APT.
